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Process Writing encourages learners of English to communicate their own written ideas at the same time as developing their
literacy skills in reading and speaking. It concentrates mainly on the creating of the writing rather than the end written product.

The writing abilities of English learners of the same age can differ considerably. Process Writing can help students, whatever
their ability, to improve their writing. The most important thing in process writing is that students communicate their message
freely without the worry of the teacher correcting spelling and grammar, so in the early stages of the process, inaccurate attempts
at handwriting, spelling and grammar are accepted.

The teacher’s role is that of a guide, giving the students the tools to complete their writing independently in an encouraging
environment where they feel safe to make mistakes. Once a student understands the process and trusts that the teacher will
accept and approve of their attempts, their ability to write improves dramatically.

There are 5 stages in the process that ensure the writer is fully equipped to successfully achieve their writing goal. Prewriting
is the planning and idea-gathering stage. Drafting is the first time the students put their writing ideas onto paper as a story.
Revising is the process of improving the draft. Students reread their work and share it with a partner; they can then make changes
in their writing based on feedback from their peers. Editing is the process of correcting mistakes. Publishing is when the students
write their piece in final form. Students can go back and forth between these stages.

In our school, P3, P5 and P6 students have completed written work using the writing process with impressive results. In an
attempt to further immerse our P5 students into their process writing about a holiday in Thailand, we had them taste and talk
about Thai food. The topic of the P3 students’ process writing was a letter to Santa Claus at Christmas time. To help them
understand the customs and festivities of this festival, we played traditional Christmas games and listened to Christmas songs. The
prewriting stage has made a big difference to the quality of the content of students work as it has given them the

chance to share ideas and information with their classmates. Students also enjoy taking on the
role of teacher in checking and assessing the work of their peers. Incorporating games ‘
based on the writing topic has also proved useful as tool to
further involve weaker students. /
